
DOCUMENTS REQUIRED IN ORDER TO APPLY FOR A SCHOLARSHIP FOR 

STUDIES AT THE FACULTIES OF THEOLOGY AT THE UNIVERSITIES OF  

ATHENS AND THESSALONICA 

ACADEMIC YEAR 2008 -2009 

A. Undergraduate studies, 

1. Application form. 

2. Photo. 

3. Curriculum Vitae. 

4. Photocopy of passport. 

5. Title(s) of studies from secondary education {such as High School or A-level 

diploma/certificate) - (certified copy). 

6. Certificate issued by the competent public authority (such as the Minjstry of Education), 

stating that the holder of the submitted title of studies (under point 5) fulfils the requirements 

of admission to the university in his/her country (certified copy). 

7. Certificate issued by the Greek diplomatic authority, certifying that the applicant resides 

abroad at least the last five years (only for applicants of Greek descent), 

8. Health certificate, stating that the applicant does not suffer from any contagious disease. 

9. Criminal record issued by the competent public authority in the country of permanent 

residence. 

10. Letter of recommendation from a Church leader (Patriarch, Metropolitan or Bishop) from the 

country of residence of the applicant, indicating the reasons and purpose for which a 

scholarship should be granted. 

B. Postgraduate studies. 

1. Documents 1-4 and 7-10 above. 

2. University degree (certified copy). 

3. Official transcript from the university of all the courses completed. 

4. Letter of recommendation from university professor, lecturer etc. 

5. Certificate of admission to the postgraduate programme. 

6. Recognition of the university diploma by the competent Greek public authority "Hellenic 

National Academic Recognition and Information Center" (Hellenic NARIC) (Tel: +30-210-

5233212, www. doatap.gr, e-mail: information@doatap,gr). 

The documents must be legally certified and translated to Greek or English and submitted to the 

Greek Embassy or Consulate in the country of residence, not later than June Is', 2008. The names 

of the scholars will be announced by the E2 Department on the 10th September 2008 (address: 

Akadimias 3, Athens, 5th floor, office 517, tel: +30-210-3682299), 

Entitled applicants 

1. Christian Orthodox foreigners or Greek descendants, residing permanently abroad (at least 

during the past five years, in the case of applicants of Greek origin). 

2. The following categories of applicants are not entitled to the scholarships: 
 

a) residents of Greece, 

b) persons who are receiving or have received a scholarship from either the E2 

Directorate or any otheT Greek institution in the past, 

c) members of the same family and 

d) spouses of Greek citizens. 

Benefits 

1. Monthly allowance of 500 euros. 

2. Exemption from tuition fees. 

3. Free meals at the University Campus restaurant (in Athens and Thessalonica). 

4. Free medical care in case of emergency (only at public hospitals). 
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
